The Administration recommends the Board of Directors adopt Resolution 883 rejecting 
bid irregularities, if any, contained in the apparent low bidder’s bid; rejection of the bid 
protest by Spee West Construction; and awarding the bid for Silver Lake Elementary 
School Modernization to Ebenal General Inc. of Bellingham, Washington for the base 
bid in the amount of $9,880,000, plus WSST (ATTACHMENT).
