Dear Everett Public School Families —

We wanted to be the first to let you know the Snohomish Health District notified us tonight we have a
case of Coronavirus, or COVID-19, involving one of our schools. A Jackson High School student has tested



presumptive positive for the virus, and we have been in ongoing communication with the Department of
Health and the Snohomish Health District to determine how we should proceed.

The student was not in school most of this week, but was on campus briefly this morning. The few
students they were in contact with have been notified and will remain home for 14 days with symptom
monitoring by the Snohomish Health District. The student has a sibling at Gateway Middle School who is
not symptomatic, but out of an abundance of caution, is being tested and will remain out of school in
qguarantine until tests results are back.

We are taking this very seriously and as a precautionary measure we have decided to close Jackson High
School on Monday, March 2, so we have three days for deep disinfecting.

We will continue to follow the authorities’ recommendations on how to proceed and keep all of our
student’s healthy. This is a rapidly-changing situation, but please be assured the health and safety of our
students are of utmost importance and we will keep everyone informed.
