DSHS award letter less than 90 days old:
government pay stubs such as social security or
veterans pay, proof of support payments such as
child or spousal support)

How to Become a Shopper

Check the Christmas House website before coming
to pick up a ticket. We will post a notice on our
website the week before Thanksgiving if we hawve
any safety requirements due to COVID (such as
wearing masks).

1) Come to our location before 7 am on a
shopping day to pick up:

a) A numbered ticket that shows the time
you can shop that day, and

b} A blank family information form, which
you are to complete before coming into
the building to shop. You can also
download a form from our website.

2} Return at the time indicated on your ticket
and park in a spot as directed.

3) Bring your completed family form and other
documentation and line up outside the front
door. It may take up to an hour to get inside,
so plan accordingly.
