College and Career Readiness Seminar (CCRS) will challenge students to explore, develop, and take
steps toward their own postsecondary plans.

High School and Beyond Plan

In CCRS, students will complete their High School and Beyond Plan. The High School and Beyond Plan
is a state and district graduation requirement. Upon successful completion of the course with a
passing grade, the High School and Beyond Plan will be marked “MET” on the student’s high school
transcript.

Graduation Requirement

CCRS is a district-required class for high school graduation. It fulfills the district graduation
requirement and allows students to earn CTE credit. Students may take the course in their senior year
or in the spring of their junior year.
