	b. Approval of Amendment #5 to the License Agreement Between the Everett School District and Famiglia II LLC for Use of Everett Memorial Stadium

The Administration recommends the Board of Directors approve Amendment #5 to the license agreement between the Everett School District and Famiglia II LLC for the use of Everett Memorial Stadium (ATTACHMENT).  The current agreement for use of the baseball facilities at Everett Memorial Stadium by the Everett AquaSox baseball team specifies that beer is the only alcoholic beverage that can be sold on the premises.  This amendment, requested by the baseball team owners, would allow wine to be sold under the same conditions that beer sales are currently allowed.
