Upgrades


The Administration recommends the Board of Directors authorize a call for bids for View 
Ridge Elementary School mechanical system upgrades.  The project includes replacing the 
existing hydronic radiant heat with gas-fired furnaces.  This project will increase system 
reliability and provide improved ventilation.  Construction will begin in June, 2004, with 
substantial completion anticipated by September, 2004.  The estimated construction cost is 
$1,020,000.
