Fill out the volunteer application:

Ask about volunteer jobs in your student’s school:
As soon you receive the approval of your volunteer application, contact your school and express
your desire to help as a volunteer. Let them know your availability.

Become an active volunteer, discover your passion:

The more you participate in the school, the
more you will know if the school environment is a good fit for you.

After 3 months as an active volunteer, meet with the NL Coordinator:

If after volunteering you feel Natural Leaders is something that you want to pursue, please
contact the Natural Leader parent coordinator of your school. After an interview with him or her
and the NL staff lead coordinator, you will be ready to train as a Natural Leader.

Attend the Natural Leader Training:
After this training you will be certified as a Natural Leader for your school.
