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	b. Authorization to Call for Bids:  New Elementary School No. 17

The Administration recommends the Board of Directors authorize a call for bids for the new elementary school #17 project.  A presentation will provide an overview of the building and site designs of the project.  The new elementary school will feature a two-story building of approximately 62,500 square feet, covered play area and natural grass playfield for school and community use.  The project will also include a new public through street connecting Silver Firs Drive (from the north) to 156th Street S.E. (from the west).
