· Can you tell me some of the important ideas that struck you?

· Were there any important themes that you noticed?

· What do you think is most important to remember about this text?

· Paint the BIG Picture. Get the GIST of it.

COMMENTARY

Connections

1. Text to Self (T-S)

Is there part of the text that reminds you of something in your own life? Or of something that has happened to you?

2. Text to Text (T-T)

Does this text remind you of another book, movie, article, poem, script, or song?

3. Text to the World (T-W)

Can you connect an event, person or issue to the text? This part reminds me of  …

Questions

· Is there a part of the text that you have a question about?  

· What were you wondering about when you read this section?

· Were you confused about anything? What was confusing?

Visualizing

· Were there places in this section that made pictures in your mind?

· What images or pictures did you see?

· What specific words helped you to create that picture?

Inferring

· What do you predict will happen in this piece?

· Look back on earlier prediction you have made. Have any come true? Explain. 

· Can you find a place where you made an inference?

· What do you think are the big ideas in this section/book/article?

Synthesizing

What is the piece about in just a few sentences?

What part caused your thinking to change about something?

How did your thinking change?

Did you find some new ideas or information? Explain.
