Extending credit for school meals

The district’s approach to extending credit for meals is proactive and minimizes potential embarrassment when a
student runs out of money on their student meal account. We want the meal service to be a positive experience for all
students and minimize the identification and individual impact for a student with insufficient funds.

Payments to deposit money into student meal accounts can be made at the school kitchen, the Food and Nutrition
Services office, and online. Online payments can be made at www.mypaymentsplus.com.

e The goalis for student accounts to remain positive

e All households are accountable for meal charges

¢ All balances, positive or negative, carry over to the next year

e Parents are notified of unpaid meal charges through an automated phone and email message

e The district does not want to burden any family with unpaid accumulating debt; therefore, any student with
insufficient funds will be allowed to charge up to three meals and will then be offered a courtesy meal at no
charge. All students will be offered a meal if they enter the line.

e Students accepting a courtesy meal will be able to select from a variety of fresh fruits, veggies and milk, in
addition to any of the “grab and go” options offered, which are available for purchase for anyone on any day.

e Food and Nutrition Services will not delay or deny a meal due to a student having insufficient funds
