*Earning an academic transfer degree similar to completing the first 2 years at a
4-year college/university.
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Four-Year Colleges & Universities

Military Service

 Typically 4-year programs offering variety of Bachelor’s
degrees

* A university (as opposed to a college) also offers master’s
degrees (M.A., M.S.) and doctorates (Ph.D.) for advanced,
highly specialized study.
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* Educational opportunities
» Up to 90% tuition assistance for college courses
 Technical training in over 200 skill areas
* G.l. Bill-Tuition for any school

Internships

Apprenticeships

* Aninternis a student undergoing supervised practical
training.

* Real-life applications of the skills students learn in school.

* Aninternship is a way to “try on a job” before deciding
on a careetr.

* Training program where you earn wages while learning a
skilled profession in a specific field.

 Supervised by a trade professional

* Includes classroom studies and on-the-job training

* Earn a salary while you learn about your trade
