Accessing Savvas (Pearson) Products through Clever (New for Fall 2020)

Products Impacted: Successnet, Realize

All students utilizing Savvas (formerly Pearson) texts via Successnet or Realize will now get to them through the Everett
Public Schools Clever Portal. The Clever portal also houses other rostered curricular and digital tools, including
Naviance.

Below you will find step-by-step instructions on how teachers set up student access to the products.
Part 1: Teachers add a link to the Clever Portal in their Canvas Course
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3. On the Settings page, click on the Apps tab [1] at the top of the page. Next, type in the word “redirect” in the
text box to the right [2]. Finally, click on the Redirect app on the left [3]
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Apps are an easy way to add new features to Canvas. They can be added to individual courses, or to all courses in an account. Once
configured. you can link to them through course modules and create assignments for assessment tools.
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Click the “+ Add App” button.
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In the Add App window that opens up, give your redirect link the
name Clever — Savvas Realize (this is what the link will actually
say on your Canvas Course menu) [1], enter in the Clever portal
URL [2], check the box for having it open in a new tab [3], and be
sure to check the box to add it to your Course Navigation menu
[4]. Finally, click Add App [5]
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Part 2: Students click the link that teachers added to their Canvas Course to access the EPS Clever
Portal

1. Direct your students to click on the Redirect link you created in the previous section.

2. When prompted, students should click the “Sign in with your Everet Sehool District 2
district id and password” Button. ot yourdisrier
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3. After logging into Clever, they will see their personalized Clever
Dashboard view. To access Savvas, direct them to click on the
Savvas EasyBridge tile.
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4. Once Savvas EasyBridge has loaded, click on the Course/Textbook Link

If you or your students receive an error message stating that either A. Savvas has logged you in but is not sure where to
send you, or B. There are no classes for you yet in Realize, closing the window and trying to login the same way again
should resolve the issue.
