e Did you have a medical appointment for your child, or they were sick, and you brought them to the doctor? If so, make sure to ask
for a medical note from the provider. Email the note to the attendance office so those absences can be coded as a medical note
excused absence.

e Please fill out a Prearranged Absence Form if your student will be going on vacation/traveling or will miss school for an extended

period of time. As per district policy, the principal or designee may excuse up to five (5) school days for a prearranged absence per

student each school year.

Checking out a Penny Creek student during the school day

Sometimes it is necessary for a parent/guardian to pick up a student before Penny Creek’s dismissal time. To help us prepare, please

send a note or email the school office at PennyCreek@everettsd.org in advance, letting us know the specific date, time and who will be

picking up your child. Students who are dismissed during the school day, must be signed out from the school office by their
parent/guardian (or adult designee) before leaving the school grounds. If an adult designee is coming to check out your child, a note or

email to the school office at PennyCreek@everettsd.org must be submitted by the guardian to confirm. Students will be called from the

classroom for dismissal once the parent/guardian (or adult designee) arrives at the office. For the safety and security of students, we will

ask for photo identification.

Changes to a student’s daily going home plan

Occasionally, you may need to change the plan of how your child is going home at the end of the school day. If this is the case for your

family, we ask that a guardian sends an email to the school office at PennyCreek@everettsd.org and the classroom teacher

by 2:45 pm. Please include the name of your student, their teacher, and the change of plan. Our office will then deliver this

information to your student. This method of communication helps to support our staff with accurate dismissal information.

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ECEAP preschool accepting applications for 2022-23

Everett Public Schools Early Childhood Education & Assistance Program (ECEAP)
is a FREE preschool program for three- and four-year-old children from families
with limited income. ECEAP prepares children for kindergarten and provides
family support and health and nutrition services. It is funded by the Washington
State Department of Children, Youth and Families.

The six ECEAP sites within our school district are Cedar Wood, Hawthorne,
Jackson, Lowell, Madison, and Silver Lake elementary schools. We have both
school-day classroom schedules and half-day (AM and PM) classroom schedules,

depending on the school location. Space is limited — apply early! For an application

or more information, please visit the district ECEAP website or call 425-385-4628.

Kids in Transition program

Kids in Transition (KIT) program supports students who qualify for two federal programs

which provide support for children and youth whose housing is highly mobile: those who meet

the more inclusive definition of homeless under the federal McKinney-Vento Homeless Act
K I T and those who are eligible for Foster Care Education support.

KIDS IN TRANSITION students who are in foster care placement (where a child welfare agency has placement, care
McKinney-Vento and and authority) or those who are without a fixed, regular and adequate nighttime residence
Foster Education Support may qualify for this additional support.
The KIT program works to eliminate barriers to students’ academic success and extra-curricular involvement. We ensure eligible
students have access to free school meals, school supplies and uniforms. KIT may help students access extended day or summer school
classes or coordinate access to additional academic support or tutoring when needed. The KIT Program may also cover, or coordinate
waivers for, fees required to take part in activities such as school-sponsored sports, clubs, and required class fees. KIT can also help set
up transportation for eligible students to maintain school stability, as long as the commute is feasible and in the best interest of the
student. We also partner with the Family Resource Center and other community agencies to connect families and students to resources

as needed.

Last year, Everett Public Schools served over 1,350 students through our KIT support at some time during the school year. For more
